Scholarship Information and Criteria

The Steven DeRose Family Scholarship

Steven DeRose established this scholarship out of appreciation for the valuable Christian education that Calvin College provides.  He would like this scholarship to help provide access to an excellent Christian college education for a student who would otherwise not be able to afford it.

Candidates for the scholarship must meet the following criteria:

· Be a perspective or current Calvin College student planning to enroll full time the following year

· Be majoring (or planning on majoring) in computer science

· Financial need is required

A letter of recommendation is optional, but encouraged.

The scholarship is automatically renewable for the sophomore year if the student maintains a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher and continues to demonstrate financial need.

This scholarship is for a full-time student; however, if the recipient withdraws from a course(s) during the semester resulting in less-than-full-time enrollment the scholarship will be prorated in a manner consistent with the policies governing less-than-full-time enrollment.


The Larry and Sharlene Nyhoff Scholarship in Computer Science
Larry Nyhoff and his wife Sharlene established this scholarship to encourage students who plan to pursue a major or minor in one of the programs in computer science.   Dr. Nyhoff graduated from Calvin College and returned to teach here for over 40 years.  He has more than 30 computer science textbooks commercially published and in use in colleges and universities around the world.
Candidates for the scholarship must meet the following criteria:

· Be a perspective or current Calvin College student planning to enroll full time the following year

· Be majoring pursuing a major or minor in one of the department’s computing programs

· Financial need is not required, but there should be some evidence of need

A letter of recommendation from a high school teacher is required for the Nyhoff application.

This scholarship is for a full-time student; however, if the recipient withdraws from a course(s) during the semester resulting in less-than-full-time enrollment the scholarship will be prorated in a manner consistent with the policies governing less-than-full-time enrollment.
